ANNUAL CONFERENCE       
Some of you have asked what Annual Conference is.  The District Newsletter had an excellent description of this annual event and we present it here for you as well. Annual Conference is

· A level of church organization that brings together the United Methodist congregations in a defined geographic area, is overseen by a bishop, has employed staff, and administers the goals and budget set forth by the Annual Conference members in their annual session.  The offices of the Oregon-Idaho Annual Conference has a staff of ten people, plus five district superintendents and district administrative assistants with offices in Portland, Salem, Eugene, Bend, and Boise, Idaho.
Each district is comprised of approximately 40 congregations.
· It is the annual meeting of the clergy and lay membership elected from the congregations, empowered to legislate for the congregations and interact with the wider church.

· Besides the legislative sessions, participants have opportunities to take part in Laity Workshops, Worship Services, Ministry Marketplace, Health Screening, conversations and meals.

· Of special note this year is The Leadership Institute at Annual Conference (LI@AC) that is being offered Friday, June 11,starting at 8:15 am. Cost is $25 and there is scholarship help. You can carpool. See Pastor Judy. (I would love to see a bunch of Astoria/Warrenton church folk attend!)  This is a wonderful opportunity to hear Rev. Adam Hamilton, pastor of the Church of the Resurrection in Kansas. 

      Church of the Resurrection had 4 members when Adam Hamilton founded it in 1990 (now it has over 12,000! )  PBS's Religion and Ethics Newsweekly recently identified Adam Hamilton as one of the top "10 People to Watch." He has authored 7 books, including Leading Beyond the Walls (recommended for participants of the Leadership Institute). United Methodists from around the country attend his weeklong Leadership Institutes. 
      What does your congregation need to become healthy and vital? The LI@AC will allow you to strategize at least 6 concrete steps to take. Bringing just 5 leaders from your congregation to the LI@AC will make a difference for your church's future.

	About the Trinity

	We call it, in theological terms, the doctrine of the Trinity. But rather than believing in three gods, Christians believe in one God who is manifested in three forms: God the Creator, the Incarnate God (Jesus) and God’s (Holy) Spirit. 

Theologian Henry Van Dusen thought of the Trinity in these terms: In God the Father, we see the ultimacy of God; in God the Son, we see the character of God; and in God the Holy Spirit, we sense the intimacy of God.

Peace with Justice witnesses to God’s demand for a faithful, just, disarmed, and secure world.”

On this Sunday, half of a special offering goes to the General Board of Church and Society for Peace with Justice programs and half remains in our Annual Conference for support of Peace with Justice ministry opportunities in our immediate area.
